Year 5 Summer Term Newsletter 1

What your child will be learning this half term:

Topic:
e This half term out topic is history based and we are learning about the Vikings!

Literacy

e Grammar and punctuation work will have a focus on the correct use of Standard English and on using inverted commas to
punctuate dialogue.

e We will continue to work through the Read, Write Inc. Spelling scheme and spellings will be sent
home as we begin each new unit.

¢ (Guided Reading takes place 4 times a week and your child will read a range of fiction and non
fiction texts with the class teacher, read independently to build reading stamina, work on
comprehension and complete written tasks in response to what they have read.

e Inour literacy lessons we will be studying spooky stories and will be learning how to use brackets,
commas and dashes for parenthesis. We will write spooky setting descriptions, retell a story based
on a silent animation and write our own stories about facing our fears. Following this unit of work we will be looking at poetry.

Maths
e We are following the national curriculum and continuing with our weekly Basic Skills and Rapid Recall tests. Do look out for
the certificates your child might receive to show they have scored 10 out of 10, met their maths target 3 times in a row or have
beaten their best ever score! —

e Learning in maths lessons will cover all 4 operations, work on fractions and geometry.

e Please continue to support at home by working with your child on times tables knowledge, including 1x 10"
division facts. For example, once they know 7 x 8 = 56, they should quickly recall that 56 + 7 = 8 and 1@
%6 -8 =17
To be successful in year 6 next year it is vital they know their times table facts to 12x12 so please make this a focus
at home.

We are planning a school trip for Monday 26t June to Painshill Park. The focus for this trip will be on team building
and communication skills.

Homework and Home Learning

e All children should have a book bag in which to carry their reading book and home learning books.

e Every child should be reading daily, at home, for 10 - 20 minutes. Children can record their own reading but we would like
an adult signature in contact books alongside this.

e Spellings are given out as we begin each new spelling unit. Children will complete a speed spell where 6 of these words will
be chosen and tested before we begin a new unit. You child will be able to tell you how many they got right that day!

e We recently sent home the year 5/6 spelling list again. These are words your child should be able to spell correctly by the end
of year 6. Learning a couple each week at home will really support them in achieving this expectation.

e Maths homework will be on set online each week through the Active Learn Primary Site. The school code is sfcp and you child
has their own login details. Occasionally we may send home paper activities for maths homework.

¢ A new sheet of ideas linked to our topic will be sent home and we expect children to complete one piece of home learning
each week.



Homework club is available for any child wishing to attend between 12-12.30 on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday. Maths and
home learning project work can be done during this time.

We are really having a push on the use of home contact books to record reading and homework and we hope you will support
us by ensuring your child has their contact books at school each day. If your child has lost their contact book, please
speak to the office where you will be able to purchase another.
